As some of you may know, I am also involved with 
the local W.I.C.H Group to build a memorial building in 
Foxsbank Cemetery. I had the honour to accept a cheque 
for over Ã7700 from a team of men who took the challenge 
in the form of a sponsored bike ride from Landsô End to 
John OôGroats. All this shows how close, we as a Town 
Council, work with the local community to put back, and 
help in any way we can.

This also includes consultation with local residents.  We will want to look at 
the planning applications, and influence any decision to ensure we have the 
right type of development, and that it is being built in the right place. 
 

The number of houses being built will obviously increase the population of 
Whiston, and that can create problems if we donôt manage the whole 
infrastructure.   
 

The plan has to take account of traffic management.  There is already 
congestion in the peak periods at Windy Arbor Road, Dragon Lane, Cumber 
Lane, Stoney Lane, and Tarbock Island.  Unless we solve the existing traffic 
issues, the increase of vehicles could make things considerably worse. 
 

The Neighbourhood Plan also has to deal with what facilities will be needed 
by the residents in their area.  It should look at the requirement to include the 
necessity for doctors surgeries, dentists and shops.  We will also have to 
look at the bus routes, and talk to Merseytravel regarding any changes. 

 
It is with great sadness that I have to report the 
passing away of two stalwarts of the Whiston 
Community in the last year. Former Councillor, 
Mike Lane (left), and local historian and member of 
the Whiston Historical Society, Bill Blinkhorn (right), 
who made outstanding contributions to Whiston life 
for many years.

The Local Plan was approved by Knowsley Council 
earlier this year.  Despite opposition towards the 
development locally, a decision has been made, and 
we now have to plan how to manage the situation.

The Localism Bill allows local 
Town Councils to express their views on the 
changes taking place.

We as a Town Council, have again faced a number of 

changes during the year. 

 

The Local Government Boundary Review has enabled 

the Borough Council to reduce the number of Borough 

Councillors from May 2016. Although this has not had a 

direct impact on us as a Town Council, there is no 

guarantee that things may not change in the future. 

The Town Council has supported the residents in their campaign to save the 

greenbelt land situated in Whiston South. It was very disappointing to find 

that this change in the use of land has been agreed by the Borough Council 

and forms part of the revised Local Plan. 
 

In June 2015 the new Police Inspector Graeme Webster for the Whiston area 

visited the Town Council and informed Members that the overall crime figures 

for our area were down by 25%. This was welcome information, and it is 

hoped these figures will continue to fall. 
 

Whiston Town Council responded to the consultation on behalf of residents to 

keep a post office in Whiston. This has now been relocated at Bargain 

Booze, situated in Windy Arbor Road, Whiston. 
 

Again this is an opportunity to thank all of my staff for their hard work and 

commitment shown during the past year.

The pond is utilised in the 

main by Whiston Angling Club, and the 

club would of course welcome new 

members or volunteers to help maintain 

and keep the pond and surrounding area, 

both clean and accessible to all. 

Last yearôs Report highlighted the two new 

organisations, Evolve Merseyside, and Care and 

Respite Support Services, who had taken up 

permanent office space at the George Howard 

Centre, Lickers Lane.  
 

Whiston Town Council allocated financial support to assist  

Evolve Merseyside in becoming a Centre for the Duke of 

Edinburghôs Award Scheme. This is a fantastic 

achievement for the organisation. 

Town Council Staff have been busy 

assisting The James Greenop Foundation 

adapting facilities at the George Howard 

Centre, for the arrival of a new group 

called LittleStars Knowsley. The group 

hold ñstay and playò sessions for families 

with autistic children, as well as support 

coffee mornings.
